Disabled Water Ski Association. Their aim is to introduce
newcomers to this thrilling sport who, due to their disabilities, may
not have considered such a challenge possible. They have the
equipment and guidance to help forget the restrictions of land and
feel the freedom of water whether visually impaired, a leg
amputee, in a wheelchair or have learning disabilities.

A visit can often be a life-changing experience! For example,
lifelong wheel chair users need exercise and may never have had
the opportunity to take control of something fast in their life!
Water skiing on a sit ski provides an outrageous adrenaline rush but
is safe and helps to keep the body in good condition.
